Beyond the 
technological mumbo 
jumbo, I am given to 
understand, it’s the 
number of words or 
letters per message. 

And so all the stuff you couldn’t get 
away with in English composition ie: 
spelling it like it sounds, letters instead 
of full words etc, are all kosher on 
twitter, not only kosher but Glatt 
kosher! 
 
Our vocabulary is filled with letter 
sequences that state the message 
without spelling it out. One of the most 
common is the sequence: ‘www’. Asked 
to elaborate, the more sophisticated 
amongst us might say, World War 
Won: close but no cigar! 
 
We all know that ‘www’ are the letters 
preceding a website address 
announcing that you are entering the 
World Wide Web. The World Wide 
Web and its many ramifications bring 
home the message that we, the entire 
world, are all connected. With the new 
IPad, where everything is connected 
and integrated with everything else, one 
little gizmo is your window to the 
world. With the push of a button, the 
world of knowledge, people and places 
are at your fingertips. 
 
These past few weeks, our global 
warming has been a bit off course. We 
had a spring- like winter and a bit of 
winter and some summer mixed 
together in what is known as spring.  
Hot, cold, dry and a little wet, it’s hard 
to take the seasons seriously. Yester- 
year it would have proven a problem, 
shovelling the coal or handing out ice 

cubes and fans. But nowadays….it’s 
amazing how with one flick of a switch we 
can transform cold to heat and hot into 
‘mechaya’ cool. We have become so 
accustomed to service at the push of a 
button, that there is one thing we fear 
even worse then the weekly jump in 
gasoline prices, and that is the hint of a 
power failure. 
 
It’s not the dark that scares us, for there 
are candles and batteries. It’s the loss of 
all those things we take for granted to get 
us through the day or night that suddenly 
are powerless to service our perceived 
needs. Heating and cooling, TVs and the 
internet, our appliances and our various 
toys, inanimate, lying dormant, 
‘powerless’ to do our bidding. We feel cut 
off, isolated. It is inconvenient for even a 
moment (go reboot the computer and 
reset all the clocks). It is truly worrisome 
when the situation is prolonged. 
 
Besides the obvious message of the 
unpredictable effects of nature and 
implications about a comfort prone 
society, there is another lesson to be 
learned. Many years ago the village of the 
famed Chafetz Chaim was to be 
connected to the electric grid. His 
disciples spoke in glowing terms of this 
accomplishment. They sought his insight 
into this technological leap. 
 
The Chafetz Chaim said to his students: 
It is truly amazing how from one 
generating plant so much light and 
energy can be distributed, no different 
than human leadership where one person 
can generate much enlightenment and 
illuminate so many people and places. 
But, he added, pull the plug on that one 
singular power plant and everyone is in 
the dark. Being dependent upon one 
generating plant is great while it works, 
but as a result of being satisfied with the 
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flow of energy, we often fail to provide 
a role to create our personal light that 
will be ever present. The challenge is, 
not to be left in the dark when that one 
source of energy is down. 
 
Take a moment and think ‘www’, We 
With (the) World! But if we were 
disconnected, ever so briefly, could we 
carry on? When Google goes down, 
when Windows is closed, alas if our 
Blackberry goes sour, where are we? 
 

No doubt, and rightly so, CBTASNH is 
a relay station. Its challenge is to pump 
up the energy level and extend the 
reach of the synagogue to embrace as 
many as possible. We can be very 
proud that CBTASNH is the 
powerhouse of Jewish Action here in 
the West Island. Education, recreation, 
davening and assorted lecture series 
with its intellectual and emotional 
content, radiate out into the community 
and hundreds of families are tuned in 
and are turned on. That’s the way it 
should be. The Shul providing the 
means by which the light of Jewish 
pride and awareness is circulated for 
persons of all ages. We have a core of 
professionals and volunteers who make 
it all happen. The rest of us, all too 
often, just plug into their achievements.

Like batteries they become stale if not 
used, so a combination of personal 
Jewish light and an attachment to the 
main generator, the shul, is a winning 

combination to overcome every challenge 
that may come our way. While our 
quality of life is strengthened by 
community, the community’s success is 
counted by the number of individuals 
able to stand independently and create 
their own light.  
 

To keep the supply of ‘Jewish Juice’ 
flowing to as many worthy recipients as 
possible, we will be welcoming our new 
Assistant Rabbi, Mark Fishman, no 
stranger to many of us. A young, gifted 
and energetic powerhouse of Jewish 
knowledge and menshliechkeit, Rabbi 
Mark, wife Sarah and daughter Shira will 
radiate renewed lines of open 
communication and contact with the 
Synagogue population.

A favourite fridge magnet of mine says it all: 
 
‘It says “Cheer up, things could be worse.” So I cheered up… and sure 
enough, things got worse.’ 
 
Sometimes it’s very easy to put on a smile, redouble our efforts and just then, 
when we tentatively walk out the door ready to face the world, that’s when 
things get worse. It’s at this point that hope comes in. It happens to be the 
name of our shul, Beth Tikvah (The House of Hope).

As Chief Rabbi Jonathan Sacks writes:

Hope on the other 
hand comes from a deep place within us that says, we are here because 
someone wanted us to be, who hears our cries and believes in us more than 
we believe in ourselves. People can live without optimism. I suspect most 
people in the world do. People cannot live without hope. 
 
And that’s what I see as my role here in Montreal, an agent of hope. So 
please come and introduce yourself to my wife and I. We look forward to 
meeting you, welcoming you into our home and creating a deepened sense 
of community among the Beth Tikvah family.   
 
Someone once asked me if I could describe the job of a Rabbi without using 
the term ‘rabbi’ in my answer.

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The seventeenth day of Tammuz is observed as a Fast day commemorating the breaking 
down of the wall of Jerusalem by Nebuchadnessar and the cessation of Temple worship 
during the siege of Titus.  It ushers in the three weeks of mourning which ends with Tisha 
B’Av, the Fast of the ninth of Av.  The Fast is observed Tuesday, June 29th from 3:20 AM 
to 9:24 PM.  Morning Services at 6:45 AM and Mincha Services at 8:40 PM.

The three weeks conclude with the “Nine Days”, from the first of Av, July 12th – July 20th 
during which the mourning is intensified to the point of refraining from eating meat and 
drinking wine, except on Shabbat. 
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The Fast of the ninth day of Av marks the destruction of the first Temple of Jerusalem by 
the Babylonians (586BCE) and also of the second Temple by the Romans (70CE). To 
commemorate the destruction of the two Temples, our Rabbis ordered the ninth day of Av 
to be a day of mourning and fasting. On Tisha B'Av, passages from Lamentation are read 
in the synagogue and special memorial candles are lit. At the morning Services neither 
Tallis nor Tefillin are worn, to show our deep sense of mourning; instead, they are put on 
in the afternoon. Shoes are removed and congregants seat themselves in low chairs or 
benches, just as one does in a period of mourning. The Fast begins on Monday at 8:38 
PM, with Mincha at 8:40 PM to be followed by Ma'ariv and the recitation of Aicha. On 
Tuesday, July 20th morning Services at 6:30 AM (no Tallis or Tefillin); Mincha Services (with 
Tallis and Tefillin) at 8:30 PM and the Fast ending on Tuesday at 9:16 PM.

In Boxing? 

On June 5 Israel's first major boxing champion Yuri Foreman lost his super welterweight title against 
Puerto Rico's Miguel Cotto in the first bout held at New York's Yankee Stadium in 34 years. The fight 
was memorable in a bizarre manner as a hobbled but incredibly gutsy Yuri Foreman was stopped in 
nine rounds, when Foreman's knee gave out after he had slipped on one of those idiotic ring logos in 
the seventh round. 

Prior to the fight, according to press reports, Foreman, who is also a rabbinical student, seemed 
relaxed and confident. While the undefeated, Belarus-born Foreman (28-0, 8 KO's) barely spoke, 
trainers from both camps heaped praise on the 29-year-old fighter. Since Foreman is Sabbath 
observant and unable to travel by car until sundown on Saturday night, he left his hotel room at 9:15 
p.m. and travelled to the stadium with a police escort. Referring to the fight itself  Foreman said  "It is 
important for the Jewish people and for Israel. Right now is a tough time. Stuff happens and you have 
to stay strong. You gotta represent." 

In a Cure for Multiple Sclerosis?  
"Those who will develop MS will show a different blood signature from those who will not," Prof. 
Anat Achiron, Director of the Multiple Sclerosis Center at Sheba Medical Center. Multiple sclerosis 
(MS) has devastated the lives of two million people around the world. The disease is more prevalent 
in cold climates and attacks twice as many women as men. There is currently no cure. Now, research 
from Israel may pave the way for a diagnosis before symptoms appear and debilitation sets in. Earlier 
diagnosis of the disease will allow earlier medical intervention - and perhaps even lead to a cure. She 
has uncovered a new way of detecting MS biomarkers in the blood. MS attacks the central nervous 
system and eventually renders most patients disabled. In Israel there are an estimated 5,000 cases, 
according to the Israel Multiple Sclerosis Society."We are not yet able to treat people with MS to 
prevent the onset of the disease but knowledge is power," Achiron says. "Every time we meet a new 
patient exhibiting symptoms of MS, we must ask ourselves how long this has been going on. We can 
diagnose MS by brain MRI, but we've never been able to know how 'fresh' the disease is," she says. If 
doctors can predict the onset of MS early enough, intervention therapies using immunomodulatory 
drugs such as Copaxone (produced by Israel's Teva Pharmaceuticals) or beta-interferon drugs that 
stave off MS symptoms might be used. Two of the most important drugs that shorten multiple 
sclerosis attacks were developed in Israel, and Tel Aviv University is considered a center of 
excellence in MS research.  
 
In Computer Gaming? 
Microsoft's newest XBox video game console is generating excitement among gamers worldwide. Its 
core component - a radical new 3D sensoring technology - was developed by Israel's PrimeSense. 
Video games aren't just for kids. Gaming is a $20 billion annual business in the US alone, having long 
ago surpassed sales in the music industry. And Israeli companies - chief among them Tel Aviv-based 
PrimeSense - are at the heart of the latest developments sweeping the industry. Thanks to the 
company's 3D sensing technology, set to become the central feature of Microsoft's latest XBox video 
game consoles, true 3D play is just months away. When a user walks into the range of the PrimeSense 
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3D sensor, anything he or she does 'live' will be reflected in the actions of the avatars, the action 
figures that play the game on-screen. If you're playing tennis, for example, you just move your arm in 
a racket-swinging motion when you see the ball coming at your avatar - and your avatar's arm moves, 
swinging the on-screen racket and, hopefully, hitting the ball back at your opponent. Your avatar does 
whatever you do!! 
 
In Creating a Human-like Brain? 
A former Weizmann Institute scientist, Professor Henry Markram, seeks to create an electronic 
human brain with cognitive abilities to provide insight into the most powerful 'computer' in existence. 
We already have mechanical and computerized devices that can stand in for human limbs and organs. 
Now Prof. Henry Markram is working on a computerized version of the human brain, down to its 
finest synapses. In fact, he says, "we anticipate that the brain model we develop will have most, if not 
all, human cognitive capabilities." The project aims to "reverse engineer" the workings of the brain - 
beginning with the brains of small mammals, and culminating in the human brain - a goal to be 
achieved by 2018. Is Markram playing God? The project has attracted its share of criticism - on both 
religious/ethical grounds, as well as from other scientists. Markram isn't too concerned about the 
former. "I don't think it goes against any religion to find out how God built us and to help heal people 
who are suffering from diseases of the brain," he responds. Most of the criticism from religious 
groups is based not on Markram's 'playing God' by building an artificial brain, but targets the 
implication that what works for a rat's cortex will work for a human brain." There is a very strong 
evolutionary component to building Blue Brain because we can see and use the principles of how the 
brain changes from species to species in order to help us understand the final outcome, the human 
brain," Markram says. He believes that religion need not fear the process of discovery, wherever it 
may lead, and his Jewish background grants him succour in dealing with religious critics. "Judaism 
has never been afraid of science and discovering the truth of who we are and what reality is," he says.  
 
In Exotic Plants?�
Want a lemon-scented tomato or a chocolate-coloured persimmon? How about some miniaturized 
garlic cloves for the home chef who doesn't have time to chop, or a purple potato that tastes buttery 
when cooked? On Israeli farms you will find carrots shaped like potatoes, strawberries shaped like 
carrots, star-shaped zucchini and "watermelon" tomatoes - dark green on the outside with a juicy red 
flesh. There are also specially bred red peppers with three times the usual amount of vitamins, and 
black chickpeas with extra antioxidants. Not to mention worm-shaped berries and blue bananas. An 
Israeli tomato breeder, Hazera Genetics, has created a boutique crop worth more than its weight in 
gold. It developed a yellow cherry tomato that became a hit in Europe, where the seeds sell for about 
$160,000 a pound." Israelis are a naturally curious people," said Avi Almogi, head of Israel's Exotic 
Fruit Association, standing beside a display of “fuzzless” peaches. "We take fruits, even things that 
may not be from here, and we play with them to make them better." (Thanks to Gerry Kesselman��
